
 
 

Wakefield 300 Podium Presentation Procedure 
1. Notification of Division Winners 

1.1 At the conclusion of the Wakefield 300 race, division winners will be announced via Race 
Management Channel, RMC. 
1.2 All teams must monitor RMC following the chequered flag for further instructions.  

2. Initial Movement to Pit Exit 

2.1 Each division winning vehicle must complete its cool down lap as directed.  
2.2 Upon entering pit lane, the vehicle must proceed directly to the pit exit without stopping in the 
working lane. 
2.3 Teams must not commence celebration activities in pit lane. 

3. Reverse Direction Movement 

3.1 Once all competing vehicles have cleared the circuit and officials confirm the track is 
controlled, officials at pit exit will signal division winners to proceed.  
3.2 Division winners will exit pit lane and travel in the reverse direction of the circuit, at low speed 
not exceeding 20 km/h, toward the Race Control building. 
3.3 No burnouts, rapid acceleration, or unsafe manoeuvres are permitted.  

4. Vehicle Positioning 

4.1 Each division winner must position their vehicle in front of the designated division board.  
4.2 Vehicles must be angled at approximately 45 degrees to the track edge, nose facing toward the 
inside of the track unless otherwise directed by officials. 
4.3 Engines must be switched off once positioned. 

5. Podium Installation 

5.1 Event staff will position the podium structure directly behind the division winning vehicles.  
5.2 No unauthorised persons are permitted in the podium setup zone during installation.  
5.3 Officials will confirm when the area is complete. 

6. Track Access for Ceremony 

6.1 Once all division winning vehicles are correctly positioned and the podium structure is 
installed, officials will open the designated access gate near Race Control.  
6.2 Spectators, pit crew, team members, and officials may then enter the circuit strictly via this 
gate. 
6.3 The podium presentation area is family friendly, children are welcome under direct supervision 
of a parent or guardian. 
6.4 All persons entering the circuit must follow directions of officials at all times.  

7. Presentation 

7.1 Drivers will be called to the podium in division order as determined by the final results.  
7.2 Trophies and any sponsor awards will be presented. 
7.3 Official photographs will be conducted immediately following trophy presentation.
